All boys and girls ages 10 to 14 are invited to participate in the local level of competition for the 
2009 Knights of Columbus Free Throw Championship. The local competition will be held the on 
Sunday, January 25, 2009 at 2:30 p.m. at the DeKalb Park District Sport and Recreation 
Center, 1765 South 4th Street, DeKalb. Registration starts at 2:00 p.m.  There is no entry fee to 
participate.  
 
The Knights of Columbus Free Throw Championship is sponsored annually with winners 
progressing through local, district, and state competition. International champions are announced 
by the K of C international headquarters based on scores from the state-level competitions. All 
boys and girls 10 to 14 years old are eligible to participate and will compete in respective age 
divisions.  Last year nearly 179,000 sharpshooters participated in 3,000 local competitions.  

 
All contestants on the local level are recognized for their participation in the event. Participants are required to furnish 
proof of age and written parental consent.

Local Competition:  To participate, each contestant receives three warm-up tosses followed by 15 consecutive free-
throw attempts from the appropriate age-designated foul line.  To break a tie, contestants take a second round of five 
free throws.   1st place winners in the following groups may proceed to the District Competition to be held immediately 
after the 2009 DeKalb Knights of Columbus competition at approximately 3:15 pm. at the DeKalb Park District Sport 
and Recreation Center. 
• 1st place winner in ages 10, 11 Boy’s Competition 
• 1st place winner in ages 10, 11 Girl’s Competition 
• 1st place winner in ages 12, 13, 14 Boy’s Competitions 
• 1st place winner in ages 12, 13, 14 Girl’s Competitions 
 
District level competition:  To participate, each contestant receives three warm-up tosses followed by 25 consecutive 
free-throw attempts from the foul line. To break a tie, contestants take a second round of five free throws. Winners of 
the District level are eligible to participate at the Regional Competition on March 1, 2009, 1:00 p.m. at the DeKalb Park 
District Sport and Recreation Facility.  
 
The Knights of Columbus is an international Catholic family fraternal service organization with nearly 1.7 million 
members in more than 12,500 local councils.
