MEMORIAL DAY AVENUE 
OF THE FLAGS 

 
Memorial Day, originally 
called Decoration Day, is a 
day of remembrance for those 
who have died in our nation's 
service.  Memorial Day was 
officially proclaimed on 5 May 
1868 by General John Logan, 
national commander of the 
Grand Army of the Republic 
and was first observed on 30 
May 1868, when flowers were 

placed on the graves of Union and Confederate soldiers 
at Arlington National Cemetery.   In 1882, the name was 
changed to Memorial Day and soldiers who had died in 
previous wars were honored as well. In the northern 
United States, it was designated a public holiday. In 
1971, along with other holidays, President Richard Nixon 
declared Memorial Day a federal holiday on the last 
Monday in May. 
 
Please help us honor our veterans with the set up of the 
Avenue of Flags at St. Mary Cemetery in DeKalb.  We 
need volunteers on Monday, May 25 at 6:00 AM to set 
up the flags and again at 6:00 PM to take down the 
flags.
